We were very happy to get back into the Sanctuary this past Sunday. That sacred space has been missed
very much.

Please keep in mind that a lot of work and discussion on part of the Worship Committee, Building and Grounds
and the Vestry went into this decision. This was a decision that was governed by Bishop Klusmeyer's
guidelines. Some of these guidelines may seem a bit unusual or intrusive but these are guidelines to help
keep us safe during the Pandemic. And keeping the Parish safe while worshiping is a priority to the Rector, the
staff, the Vestry and the various committees.

Moving forward, we will continue to monitor the Harvard University’s COVID Risk Level map. This is the map
that the Diocese is using. If Harrison County reaches orange status at the end of the week, the Executive
Committee will decide whether to have in-person services. If Harrison County reaches RED status, we are
under orders to cancel in-person services.
